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OUR LADY OF KNOCK PILGRIMAGE FRIDAY AUGUST 14 - AUGUST 22

St. Patrick invites all the
faithful to seek the
intercession of Our Lady of
Knock, the Blessed Virgin
Mary to realize the love of
Jesus and the peace and
guidance of His mother Mary
more deeply. Every

August, parishioners and pilgrims come to St. Patrick
Catholic Parish Shrine and School in Taylor Mill,
Kentucky to seek the intercession of Our Lady of Knock,
the Blessed Virgin Mary. “Lady of Knock” was so titled
during an apparition in Knock, Ireland

in 1879.“The Story of Knock began on the 21st of
August 1879, when, at approximately 8 o'clock in the
evening, fifteen people from the village of Knock in
County Mayo, Ireland, witnessed an Apparition of Our
Lady, St. Joeph, St. John the Evangelist, a Lamb and
Cross on an altar at the gable wall of the Parish Church.
The witnesses watched the apparition in the pouring
rain for two hours, reciting the rosary. Although they
themselves were saturated, not a single drop of rain fell
on the gable or vision. Though not a word was spoken
by Our Lady, St. Joseph and St. John during the silent
apparition at Knock, the vision spoke louder than words
with an eloquent message uniting earth and heaven.
The fifteen official witnesses, most of whom

were from the village of Knock and surrounding areas
and ranged in age from 5 to 74 years old. Each of the
witnesses gave testimonies to a Commission of Enquiry
in October 1879. The findings of the Commission were
that the testimonies were both trustworthy and
satisfactory.”

HOW ST. PAT’S CAME TO BE HER DESIGNATED
SHRINE

In October 2007, Bishop Foys designated St. Patrick
Church in Taylor Mill a Shrine to Our Lady of Knock. In
May 2009, Knock Shrine in Ireland blessed St. Patrick
Shrine with a piece of the gable wall where Mary
appeared in 1879. In addition, the grotto behind St.
Patrick’s Adoration Chapel was blessed by the bishop
where a statue of Our Lady was placed and dedicated,
eyes directly on Christ.

(Notice the angels on the wall behind the altar, these are a
replica of the actual angels in the church at the village of
Knock in County Mayo, Ireland, sculpted by a talented
parishioner here, at St. Pat’s!)

Sometimes | feel capable of absorbing almost anything except
God’s Word. My mind soaks up song lyrics, sports trivia, and endless
online content. But what was the reading at Mass this morning? |
struggle to recall. That realization discourages me, and it leads to an
uncomfortable question. What is my heart really for? Is it shaped for
constant information and distraction, or is it truly designed for God?
Am | capable of deeply receiving His Word?

Jesus speaks directly to this today with a simple image. “The seed
sownhn on rich soil is the one who hears the word and understands
it.” By comparing the Word of the Kingdom to a seed, Jesus reveals
something hopeful about us. The human heart is made for that seed.
Soil and seed belong together. No matter how compacted, rocky, or
overgrown the ground has become, the Sower never stops sowing.

God loves our hearts. He sees them as a farmer sees his fields, full

of potential. Human hearts can indeed “understand the Word.”
Understanding does not mean mastering information. It means
letting the Word sink in, interacting with it, and giving it a home. It
means trusting that, beneath the surface, God is at work in quiet and
hidden ways.

When we allow the Holy Spirit to loosen the soil of our h_.. .
through prayer, repentance, and simplicity, the same Word that
created the universe begins to bear fruit in us, 30, 60, even a
hundredfold.

Lord Jesus, Sower of life, soften the soil of my heart. Let Your Word
take root in me again, and bring forth the fruit You desire. Amen.
